Other recent
productions have included West End runs of Whistle Down
The Wind at the Palace Theatre, Festen in London, on a UK
tour and now on Broadway, The Big Life, EImina's Kitchen,
Scrooge - The Musical, The Night Of The Iguana, A Few Good
Men, A Man For All Seasons alongside UK tours of Jesus
Christ Superstar, Tommy, Whistle Down The Wind, Tell Me
On A Sunday, and This Is Elvis. He produced the London
revival of Cabaret at the Lyric Theatre in September 2006,
starring Anna Maxwell Martin, James Dreyfus and Sheila
Hancock.
